Anti-violence group will give paroled prisoner a job |

THE father of 3 youth shot dead
during a bungled armed robbery
has invited one of his son's killers
to work for hizs anti-violence orga-
nisation upon parole.

In an extraordinary gesture,
Enough Is Enough founder Ken
Marslew has also organised to
collect Karl Kramer, 38, from pris-
on when he iz releazed in June.

Michael Marslew died alter
being shot while working a shift
al a Pizza Hut in Jannal in 1994,

Four men were convicted of the
1&yearold's murder, including
the then 23-year-old Kramer who
had waited in a getaway car.

Kramer, who had [‘;ljﬁlmﬂéd
the robbery, pleaded guilty and
was sentenced to 15 years,

After initlally campalgning for
the death penalty, Mr Marslew
changed his stance after making
contact with the killers.

The first contact was madeina
restorative Justice conference
three years after the shooting,

Mr Marslew later received a
letber from Kramer, whom he

said had expressed his remorse al
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the pair began exchanging letters
and phone calls more frequently.

Despite the contact, Mr Marslew
said he would never forglve Kra-
mer or hiz agsociates for the mur-
der. However, he told The Sunday
Telegraph he wag willing to help
Kramer move on with his life,

He sald he had asked Kramer
some months ago if he wanted to
work for Enough Is Encugh to
help prevent young olfenders
from ending up in jail. Mr Mar-
alew said Kramer had agreed.

ing with the Department of Cor-
rective Services to see him once
more to [inalise the details before
he is released.”

Mr Marslew has spoken to three
of the four men convicted over his
son's death but only had regular
contact with Kramer.

“When I lirst met him (Kramer)
in Long Bay, I wanted to kill the
bastard,” Mr Marslew saicd,

“T told him at that conference
that unless he did something
about what he had done, I was
golng to become his worst night-
mare. He then wrote to me and it
started from there.”

Mr Marslew said it was Kra-
mer's ldea to work with young
peaple to prevent them following
the path he had taken.

He admitted he was apprehen-
give about Kramers ability to
fulfil the role having been in jail
for ao long but added he would boe
closely monitored

“l hope he gets his life Lo
gether," Mr Marslew egaid. “He's
got some work to do, but T hope he
will be able to have a positive
impact on some of the young
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
